Kunooz: A Treasure Hunt of Heritage

and Culture
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Wyakom is an online community
engagement platform launched by The
Department of Community Development
- Abu Dhabi. This digital platform aims to
foster civic engagement and involve the
public in proposing innovative solutions to
prominent social challenges.

The third cycle of Wyakom focuses on
ideas addressing a very important segment
of our society, adolescents and youth - 9 to
24 years old, across 2 main pillars:
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Preserving national values and identity
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Spending quality time with the family
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The initiative, “"A Day in the Life of Our Parents,” strengthens family bonds
and promotes understanding between parents and teenagers. Teens aged
13+ can join their parents at work twice a month, assisting them for a full
workday. This experience helps teens understand their parents’ responsibilities
and challenges, fostering respect and empathy. The program also enhances
communication skills, emotional intelligence, and helps teens discover their
career interests for the future.
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This café is a cultural and social meeting point bringing together youth and
senior citizens to foster community bonding. Run by both generations, it will
host national events like National Day and Haq Al Laila, and offer workshops
where elders share traditional crafts and heritage skills. Serving traditional
Emirati food, it provides a welcoming space for learning and exchange.
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This intergenerational initiative organizes skill-sharing workshops where elders
teach traditional crafts, cooking, and cultural knowledge to youth and families.
These hands-on sessions promote heritage preservation and strengthen family
and community bonds. Activities include cooking local dishes, weaving, pottery,
storytelling, and language lessons. Families are encouraged to participate
together, fostering shared experiences. Workshops will be accessible at
community centers, schools, and online platforms for wider participation.
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This project aims to engage youth in learning about Emirati culture and
traditions through barcodes placed in youth-friendly public spaces like cinemas,
youth centers, universities, and malls. Scanning the barcode directs users to
a social media platform or webpage with posts on Emirati clothing, cuisine,
and cultural values. The platform will feature motivational quotes, poems, and
insights, encouraging youth to embrace and take pride in their heritage and
national identity.
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“Dar Al Dhabi Mirror” is a recognition badge given to recognizing institutions
that celebrate Emirati heritage through interactive cultural experiences. It is
awarded to schools, cafes, and other venues that promote national identity
via community programs and workshops. The project fosters public-private
partnerships to deliver engaging, tech-driven content that strengthens youth
connections to their culture.
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This idea aims to address the superficial relationships between neighbors due
to societal development and the absence of extended families. It proposes
activities that promote healthy relationships within each fereej (neighborhood),
focusing on the welfare of elderly citizens, low-income families, and vulnerable
groups like people of determination. The initiative includes Majlis Al Fereej,
Sabe'a Jaar, and Lammat Al Feregj to strengthen human connections and raise
awareness of good neighborliness through periodic campaigns.
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This initiative proposes establishing clubs or centers to develop hobbies,
discover talents, and enhance the values of Emirati traditions among youth.
These clubs will provide a platform for young people to develop skills in art,
sports, and social fields, while promoting innovation and teamwork. Activities
will include creative workshops, Arabic language development, programming,
safe technology use, and much more. These clubs aim to empower youth,
instill a sense of discipline, and guide them towards a bright future.
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A technology-free retreat for families, held in a camp or tourist farm setting,
offering one to two days of peace and tranquility without modern tech
distractions. With restrictions on smartphones and electronic games, families
can fully engage in quality time, strengthening bonds and focusing on shared
moments and social connections without digital interruptions.
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This innovative initiative aims to empower youth and adolescents to become
ambassadors of Emirati values, focusing on instilling core values such as
respect, tolerance, and cooperation. The program will develop leadership and
communication skills, encourage active participation in community projects,
and create role models who embody and practice these values.
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Kunooz - A Treasure Hunt of Heritage and Culture
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Kunooz is a mobile treasure hunt app designed to strengthen family bonding
and deepen connection to Abu Dhabi's heritage and culture. Families embark
on weekly city-wide adventures, solving riddles to discover hidden locations,
earning rewards and augmented reality (AR) collectibles that enrich their
understanding of the Emirate’s culture. By combining technology with real-
world exploration, Kunooz encourages families to engage in active learning
while reducing screen time and fostering stronger community ties.
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
